Discussion & possible action on maintenance & repair items at the Lewiston Community Center, Community Park (Toilets & Snack Shack).  Mel Deardorff asked for someone to be the LCSD contact and adviser to the two maintenance employees hired as Jenni Brookins is not available to do it at this time. Joe Kasper will be the lead LCSD contact.  Joe Kasper updated on the community garden and water irrigation replacement parts.  He is ready to start planting this week.

Discussion & possible action on proposal for repairs and rehab to the park pavilion structure – Joe Kasper spoke with Travis Christensen from T & L High Alps Construction regarding additional materials cost. Cyd Cooper moved, seconded by Joe Kasper to approve T & L High Alps Construction, Inc. to do work based on the estimate $2,429 for the modernization proposal to the Lewiston Park Pavilion and Restrooms, with the cost increase from the original estimate for materials of $823.00, totaling $19,176.00. (Approval to not exceed $20,000.00). Additionally, the children have murals on 2 walls of the bathrooms with mention of more. T & L High Alps Construction was asked to not paint over the murals/children's art. Joe Kasper will be the LCSD lead for this project.
